1. CALL TO ORDER – Greg Laney called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm
2. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS – Greg Laney and Chris VandenBerg were present, Robert joined the first part of the meeting via phone and later appeared in-person. John Flynn, principal at Policy Logic and Tomas Montoya, attorney for the District joined the Zoom call. No members of the public joined the meeting in person or via Zoom.
3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a. Monthly Meeting on March 25th, 2026 – Greg proposed the motion to approve the meeting minutes and Chris seconded that motion. Approved Unanimously
4. Letters and Correspondence – Monthly Financial Reports
a. Discussion and possible action re: Monthly Financial Reports – Jan 2026. Chris presented updated Monthly Financial Reports for Oct 2025 through March 2026 based on data obtained directly from Maricopa County Treasurers office. Motion to approve each report by Chris, seconded by Greg. Approved unanimously.
b. Report, discussion and possible action re: Grayhawk submission of documents to Maricopa County – Tomas Montoya. Mr. Montoya provided a summary of Grayhawk’s current development submittal process. Greg Laney decided to table any decision on reviewing Grayhawk documents until the next scheduled meeting after the upcoming election.

5. OLD BUSINESS
a. Discussion and possible action re: possible approval of outstanding invoices. 
i. Chris presented bill for $101.94 to reimburse him for paying the last 6 months of ZOOM services @ $16.99 per month. Greg made a motion to approve and Robert seconded. Approved Unanimously.
ii. Chris made a motion to approve payment of $1000 for 2026 AFDA dues. Greg seconded. Approved Unanimously.
iii. Chris made a motion to approve payment of $1345 to BPCW&S for legal services in March and April. Greg seconded - Approved Unanimously. 
iv. Chris made a motion to approve payment of $103.50 to Greg as reimbursement for 2 months of meeting room fees.. Robert seconded - Approved Unanimously. 
v. Chris made a motion to approve payment to Gomez Tire for  $284.08 for repairs to the tender. Greg seconded. Approved Unanimously
b. Discussion and possible action re: Status of tender incl proof of insurance by FMYN, operational status, usage of apparatus – Greg Laney provided the Insurance card from FMYN FD as proof of insurance. They are also installing comms gear in the tender but we have not received an invoice yet.
c. Discussion re: Upcoming election to expand board to 5 members and voting on candidates – Chris VandenBerg shared the sample ballot with the board and all members confirmed they have received ballots. Mr. Montoya advised the Board regarding the laws against influencing elections. 
d. Review of initial GRFD website for document public access – Chris VandenBerg did a quick demo of the website which is now live at https://goldfieldranchfiredistrict.org 

6. NEW BUSINESS
a. Budget planning for FY2027 – Walker & Armstrong fee estimate – Chris VandenBerg shared that an estimate of $3300 was received for the FY2026 annual report. No action required, FYI only.
b. Discussion regarding areas of responsibility for board members – FMYNFD, legal, AFDA, Insurance, Grayhawk Development, Maricopa County. Greg determined that this item should be tabled until after the election.
c. Discussion and possible action re: Per Residential Unit fee to negotiate with FMYN in updated IGA to cover Goldhawk at the Preserve. Greg made a motion to direct John Flynn to start the discussions with FMYN with a $65,000 annual payment level and a 3-year term with no less than 1 year cancellation time to align with the tender IGA; and to coordinate with legal counsel regarding the same. Chris seconded – Approved Unanimously
