Meeting Minutes

AGENDA
1. CALL TO ORDER – Greg Laney called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm
2. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS – Greg Laney, Robert Nielsen and Chris VandenBerg were present, 1 members of the public joined in person, 1 joined via the Zoom call. John Flynn, principal at Policy Logic and Tomas Montoya, attorney for the District joined the Zoom call.
3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a. Monthly Meeting on February 18th, 2026 – Greg proposed the motion to approve the meeting minutes and Chris seconded that motion. Approved Unanimously
4. Letters and Correspondence – Monthly Financial Reports
a. Discussion and possible action re: Monthly Financial Reports – Jan 2026. Chris explained that the reports that GRFD relies on to generate monthly statements are not available yet. The board acknowledged that it is not possible to generate accurate Monthly Financial Statements until Maricopa County can generate accurate month-end reports in their system. Chris mentioned that the interest on its accounts for November was recently provided by Maricopa County. The District’s auditor has been made aware of this issue as well.  
5. OLD BUSINESS
a. Discussion and possible action re: possible approval of outstanding invoices. Chris made a motion to approve payment of $2450 to BPCW&S for legal services in February. Greg seconded - Approved Unanimously. Chris made a motion to approve payment of $7750 to Policy Logic for the final version of the Strategic Assessment. Greg seconded - Approved Unanimously. Chris made a motion to approve payment to Policy Logic of $1912.50 for John Flynn’s consulting and participation in meetings with Grayhawk Development and FMYN. Greg asked if John could provide meeting notes or summaries for all meetings going forward. John agreed to provide documentation. Greg then seconded the motion to pay. Approved Unanimously
b. Discussion and possible action re: Review of initial GRFD website for document public access. Greg determined that this issue should be tabled for this month in the interests of time.
c. Discussion and possible action re: Final Strategic Analysis and Recommendations from John Flynn – Consultant for Policy Logic. 
d. Discussion and possible action re: Review of draft IGA Term Sheet for updated IGA with FMYN from John Flynn – Consultant for Policy Logic.
e. Status of current discussions with FMYN and Grayhawk Development for Goldhawk at the Preserve – John Flynn
The Board considered agenda items (5)(c)-(e) together. 
John Flynn reviewed the final section of the document dealing with recommendations and terms of what an updated agreement with FMYN would look like that would include coverage for Goldhawk at the Preserve based on a per residence -based financial model with FMYN. John recommended that the District approve an increase in the annual payment to FMYN to at least account for inflation given the current contract has not been increase in 19 years. The board agreed that one of the items at the next meeting would be reaching agreement on the per residence charge model that would be presented to FMYN and then also used in discussions with Grayhawk Development.

6. NEW BUSINESS
a. Chris made a motion to direct Tomas Montoya, attorney for the District, to send a letter to Berry Riddell law firm requesting that Grayhawk provide the District with any and all documents when they are submitted to Maricopa County as part of their efforts to get through the initial and final plat review process. Greg seconded the motion. Approved Unanimously
