Meeting Minutes
Meeting was held at 13001 N La Montana Dr. Fountain Hills, AZ 85268. 
The public could attend in person or join the Zoom call to listen and participate. 

AGENDA

1. CALL TO ORDER – Greg Laney called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm

2. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS – Greg Laney and Chris VandenBerg were present in person, Robert Nielsen joined via the Zoom call. 2 members of the public were present in the meeting room.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a. Monthly Meeting on December 17th, 2025 – Chris proposed the motion to approve the meeting minutes and Greg seconded that motion. Approved Unanimously.

4. Letters and Correspondence – 

a. Monthly Financial Reports for Nov and Dec. – The District ended Nov with $147,075.59 in the Op Acct and $147,554.22 in the Cap Acct. Chris explained that no interest is being deposited into either of the GRFD accounts due to missing functionality as part of a move to a new system by Maricopa County Treasurer. Chris made a motion to approve the Nov Financial Report and Greg seconded - Approved Unanimously.
For Dec, the op acct finished at $156,050 and the cap account ended the month at $147,554. Again, these amounts reflect ZERO interest being applied to either GRFD account as well as no other debits showing up, other than paid warrants, due to system functionality bugs in the new system. According to Jenia Jimenez in the treasurers office there is no ETA for full system functionality.


5. OLD BUSINESS

a. Status of the Fire Tender – Greg reported that the tender is back at FMYN Fire Station 401 and ready for operations. He confirmed that the apparatus is registered with the MRDC and he will meet with FMYN FD to verify proof of insurance when he delivers the bi-annual payment of $20,000 for fire and EMS services in the next few days


b. FY26 Budget was sent to AFDA for posting. John Flynn did not attend the meeting so there was no update on this item.

6. NEW BUSINESS
a. Discuss and approve outstanding invoices- Chris made a motion to approve the invoice for $2775.50 for legal services from BPCWS. Greg seconded the motion. Approved Unanimously.
Greg made a motion to approve payment to FMYN for the January Bi-Annual payment of $20,000 for fire and EMS services. Chris seconded the motion. Approved Unanimously.


7. Call to the Public
Charlie Storms was present at the meeting and asked for a status update on the discussions with Grayhawk Development for the Goldhawk at the Preserve project. Greg and Chris provided a brief update on activities over the last 2-3 months.

8. EXECUTIVE SESSION 
The board did not vote to go into executive session.

9. The next board meeting was scheduled for the 18th  of February at 5pm in the Fountain Hills Community Center

10. Adjournment - The meeting was adjourned at 5.28 pm
