1. CALL TO ORDER – Greg Laney called the meeting to order at 5:00 pm

2. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS – Greg Laney, Robert Nielsen and Chris VandenBerg were present in person, along with John Flynn (Policy Logic).; Lisa Parke (Partner with Walker & Armstrong CPA) and Tomas Montoya (GRFD attorney) joined via Zoom and 1 member of the public, John Keller, dialed in.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a. Monthly Meeting on November 12th, 2025 – Chris proposed the motion to approve the meeting minutes and Greg seconded that motion. Approved Unanimously.

4. Letters and Correspondence – 
a. FY25 Annual Report Presentation – Lisa Parke, Walker & Armstrong CPAs. Lisa reviewed the Final FY25 Annual Financial Report as well as the Final FY25 Internal Controls and Compliance Report.
Chris made a motion to approve Lisa Parke’s FY2025 Annual Report and Greg seconded the motion. Approved Unanimously.

b. Monthly Financial Reports for Oct, Nov – The District ended Oct with $142,223.88 in the Op Acct and $147,554.22 in the Cap Acct. Greg made a motion to approve the Oct Financial Report and Robert seconded - Approved Unanimously.
c. Election process and dates from MCO Elections – Chris shared the wording of the petition election ballot language for May 19th election. Chris made a motion to approve the language and Greg seconded. Approved Unanimously.
Next Action – Chris to send approved wording to MCO Elections department on 12/18 - DONE


5. OLD BUSINESS

a. Status of the Fire Tender – Greg reported that the tender is back at FMYN Fire Station 401 and ready for operations. He will determine if MFYN has registered it with MRDC and it’s been declared “Operational”.

b. Status of website creation for GRFD – tabled until Jan or Feb  mtg 

c. FY26 Budget was sent to AFDA for posting. John Flynn will reach out to Director to facilitate posting.

6. NEW BUSINESS
a. Discuss and approve outstanding invoices- Greg made a motion to approve paying Walker&Armstong up to $3100 for their FY25 Annual Report. Chris seconded the motion. Approved Unanimously.
Chris made a motion to approve the invoice for $4885 for legal services from BPCWS. Greg seconded the motion. Approved Unanimously.
Chris made a motion to approve reimbursing Greg for the $103.40 that he paid to Fountain Hills Community Center for conference room rental. Robert seconded the motion. Approved Unanimously.

b. Report from John Flynn, Consultant to the Fire District
i. Meeting with Fire Chief Smith (FMYN FD) and Calvin Pilcher (GM for FMYN) and Brandon Flynn (Captain at FMYN FD)
John characterized his meeting on 12/17 as “very productive” though it was an introductory meeting. Mr Pilcher indicated a desire to continue working with GRFD to provide Fire and EMS Services under contract.
Next Actions – GRFD board will need to discuss when to schedule a follow up meeting and who from the board should be involved to begin “scale up discussions” with FMYN FD. John Flynn will provide the board a financial model and timing to use as a basis for discussions with both FMYN and Goldhawk Development. John also agreed to begin invoicing the District for this work. John Flynn also agreed to look into the ISO rating of Goldfield Ranch and determine if there are opportunities to reduce it based on recent developments (tender operational)

ii. John also shared his updated tax revenue modeling based on the data provided by Grayhawk Development people in his meeting in November.
