Meeting Minutes

AGENDA

1. CALL TO ORDER – Greg Laney called the meeting to order at 5:01 pm

2. ROLL CALL OF BOARD MEMBERS – Greg Laney and Chris VandenBerg were present in person, Robert Nielsen joined via phone. 1 members of the public joined in person;  and Tomas Montoya (GRFD attorney) and John Flynn (Consultant) joined via Zoom.

3. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
a. Monthly Meeting on October 15th, 2025 – Chris proposed the motion to approve the meeting minutes and Greg seconded that motion. Approved Unanimously.

4. Letters and Correspondence – There were no financial reports or Correspondence presented for discussion.

5. OLD BUSINESS
a. Discussion and updates re: the status of process to expand the District Board from 3 to 5 members. (Chris Vandenberg) – The county BOS approved the GRFD petition to expand the board from 3 to 5 members at their Nov 5th meeting. Chris mentioned he would create a simplified guide for potential candidates and post election information on the website and Facebook page. Chris also mentioned that the county elections department has indicated that it will cost about $2.15 per qualified voter for the election process. 

b. Status of the Fire Tender – Greg has continued to work with Truckworks to resolve the electrical and other issues. A new software download was applied at the Freightliner dealership and Greg is looking into battery tender approaches to ensure availability. 

c. Status of website creation for GRFD – tabled until Dec mtg

6. NEW BUSINESS
a. Discuss and approve outstanding invoices- There were no invoices to discuss

b. Report from John Flynn, Consultant to the Fire District
i. Meeting with Fire Chief Smith (FMYN FD)
John reported on meetings with Chief Smith (FMYN FD) regarding fire services. He discussed capacity concerns, response time concerns, and the potential need for scaling up services, particularly as Goldhawk development progresses. John has scheduled a follow-up meeting with Chief Smith and Calvin Pilcher, GM for FMYN. Chris requested that John try and ascertain if Mr. Pilcher shares Chief Smith’s viewpoint re: willingness to continue to provide Fire and EMS services to GRFD and what potential trigger points would be that would change that approach from the FMYN side. 

ii. Meeting with Grayhawk Development
John explained that the meeting focused on discussing the Goldhawk project's timeline and phasing. Additionally, John explained that the project is planned as a 10-year endeavor with 5 distinct geographic area phases, however, Grayhawk Development may start with one or two phases initially, and that they anticipate closing 40 houses per year. John committed to providing revised numbers and report within a couple of weeks, which will help visualize the extended timeline for house construction. The group also discussed the need to maintain fire and emergency medical services with Fort McDowell Yavapai Nation for the next 4 years, even if they decline to participate in the Goldhawk project, and John agreed to investigate the political calendar and council member changes at Fort McDowell.
John also shared that one of the top goals of the Grayhawk Development group is to ensure that purchasers of the homes built as part of Goldhawk at the Preserve will be able to obtain reasonably priced casualty (fire) insurance and have reliable Fire and EMS services. Grayhawk representatives also shared that they are continuing to work through other outstanding issues with FMYN Tribal contacts. John also noted that the Grayhawk Development group requested a copy of the GRFD’s budget. Chris indicated that he would provide the Grayhawk Development group with a copy of the budget.
